Big Idea!  Contentment is not a matter of what you have, but WHO you trust.

Contentment is about…
1. Not what you have, but who is your source.  (vs.13)

“Christian contentment is that sweet, inward, quiet, gracious frame of spirit, 
which freely submits to and delights in God’s wise and Fatherly disposal 
in every condition.”
Jeremiah Burroughs
2. Not what accomplishments you achieve, but the fruit He bears in you.  

2 Corinthians 12:8-10

The Gospel is not given to supply us, but to transform us.

3. Not how you can use God, but how you worship God (vs. 12)
“Contentment is the direct fruit of having no higher ambition than 
to belong to the Lord at His disposal.”

4. Not how you get God’s provision, but how you enjoy God’s presence.   (vs. 12)

I Timothy 6:6-8

Application:

So when you find yourself discontent do this…
· Stop:  Stop complaining; stop looking at Face book, stop thinking of what you don’t have.

· Look:  What are you looking at?  Name the prize you’re after.

· Think:  Where did I get off track?  Where has my mind and heart gone lately?

· Confess:  Speak to God, admit that you have believed a lie.

· Thank:  Thank Him for the Good News of Jesus:  His mercy, love, and care.

Ultimately, you can never be truly content until you take your eyes off of your circumstances, and put them on God’s mission.
